Regulations of

16th International Festival Music and Folklore  - “Leszno 2017”

8-10.09.2017
§1 Programme guidelines

1. The following event - International Festival Music and Folklore  It is a meeting of orchestras (mainly wind orchestras),majorettes, folklore bands and other bands from Poland with European partners.
2. The participation in the festival is open to amateur wind orchestras and other bands, e.g. youth big-bands, majorettes, drum majorettes, amateur song and dance ensembles, dance groups, vocal groups, vocal and instrumental groups as well as folk bands.

3. Performances of wind orchestras are artistic presentations. Wind orchestras, big  bands, majorettes, drum majorettes may participate in contest presentations in front of international jury.

4. The aim of the meetings is to:

( enable amateur bands to present their artistic achievements, 
( create an atmosphere of noble competition and possibility to gain new artistic experiences,

( co-operate and establish friendly links with cultural circles from European countries

§2 Organisation and schedules

1. The organisers of the event are:

4. The festival takes place every year, always in September. It is organised in Leszno.

This year's festival is expected to be held from 18th to 17 th September 2017.

§3 Participation conditions

1. Arrival of bands to Leszno is at their own cost.

2. Band members should possess accident insurance.

3. Each band shall prepare a concert programme (up to 40 minutes) which could be presented in different locations in Leszno as well as other neighbouring towns. The fee for accommodation and meals in the Festival dlas one person 20 Euro per night
4. The organisers provide foreign and bands from Poland with food and accommodation   within available financial resources. The organisers may also provide food and accommodation on camp sites and hotels according to specified conditions,   subject to fee

5. The organisers of the event may provide the guests of the festival with free food and accommodation at sponsor’s expense, possibly within the framework of cultural exchange of bands.

6. Registration forms should be submitted to the organisation bureau no later than 30 May 2017 

 7. The list of participants and receipt of payment for accommodation should be sent until 30 May 2017.

8. Each band is required to bring a sign with the band’s name and town’s emblem (or country’s national flag) 

9. Each participating band must pay registration fee to organiser’s account amounting to: 

(PLN 450 - for members of Polish Association of Choirs and Orchestras (100 Euro)
(PLN 900 - for non-members ( 200 Euro)
§4 Course of event

1. Wind orchestras participating in the competition are required to perform minimum one piece of Polish composer. Non-compliance with this requirement shall exclude the orchestra from adjudication by the jury.

2. Before the performance of the orchestra, the conductor is required to provide the organisers of the competition with short information about the orchestra and the list of pieces performed and names of their composers (authors of musical arrangement) and the jury shall be provided with scores (leading voice or piano scores) of performed pieces of music. 

3. During the competition concert the orchestra may be accompanied by dance ensembles, drum majorettes, ballet or majorettes etc. Their participation shall not, however, affect the assessment of musical level of the orchestra.

4. The adjudication shall be made by an international jury appointed by the organiser of the festival.

5. Concerts of all other bands (except wind orchestras) shall take place according to the schedule specified by the organiser.

6. If the organiser decides so, the jury may also adjudicate other participating bands, on their permission. The adjudication shall be made within separately established categories.

7. Wind orchestras, depending on their level of artistic advancement, may be qualified to the following category: 

    
A – Concert orchestras /1
    
B – Medium wind orchestras /2 
    
C – Small wind orchestras /3
1/ big orchestras with all instruments
2/ orchestras with a smaller number of instruments
3/ orchestras with a limited (small) number of instruments
Caution! The number of instruments is not related to the number of musicians performing in the orchestra.
§5 Adjudication of orchestras
1. The following shall be adjudicated:
(concert programme

(marching parade. (Participation in the parade is advisable but not obligatory. 

(play during marching 2

(show parade

(majorettes (performing only with playback) 

2. The length of a concert programme must not exceed 30 minutes including entry to and exit from the stage. 
3. The length of marching parade to be adjudicated should last 10-15 minutes. 
4. The adjudication shall be made according to the following criteria:
(intonation and sound of the orchestra

(articulation

(piece interpretation (tempo, dynamics and phrasing), the choice of repertoire and the structure of the programme

(general artistic impression (showiness)
(choreographic routine
5. Each orchestra may score a maximum number of 50 points for a concert programme and 50 points for a marching parade.
7. Adjudication and prize awarding of bands in other categories shall be made according to the same conditions.   
8. Drum majors shall also be adjudicated
§6 Prizes
1. Depending on the number of points scored, the following prizes shall be awarded in individual categories: 

( 41-50 points – golden horn and a diploma with a golden distinction

( 31-40 points - silver horn and a diploma with a silver distinction

( 21-30 points - bronze horn and a diploma with a bronze distinction
(Majorettes receive respectively golden, silver and bronze sticks with diplomas. 
( If an orchestra scores fewer than 21 points the decision to award bronze distinction shall be left to the jury 

2. The jury may award Grand Prix prize as well as specific distinctions.
3. Adjudication and prize awarding of bands in other categories 
    shall be made according to the same conditions. 

4. All other bands participating in the festival, not participating in the contest shall be awarded and diplomas of participation. 
( Distinctions are awarded separately for the concert programme and marching parade (show parade).

( The bands may receive people's choice award
§7 General provisions
1. Last year’s Grand Prix in the next festival only out of competition and can present a guest concert. 

2. All participating bands are required to:

( appear at the event on time and be punctual

( observe the order specified by organisers
3. Orchestras participating in the festival are required to take part in accompanying events and a concert of combined orchestras and bands. If a band (orchestra) fails to perform in these events it   

will be banned from participating in the next festival. 
4. Bandmasters, band managers and supervisors are responsible for obeying safety rules, discipline and behaviour of band and orchestras members. 

5. Once the contest is finished the jury will draw up a report. Jury’s decision is irrevocable.
